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Cultural Media Report
In this project, we select 3 online newspapers from different regions of the world and will analyze their comparison from a sociological perspective. Newspapers print or electronic is a mean of displaying many social aspects and are important to understand the cultural and sociological importance of a county. Newspapers are important to examine and understand the role of media in the maintenance and development of social norms. We can check the perspective under which the stories are reported and how media interact with the section of society which is nor dominant(The Role of Newspapers in Modern Society - WAN-IFRA). Also, what kind of language and level of formality is used while discussing different groups of society? The newspapers selected in this project are The Guardian from the United Kingdom and Japan Times from Japan and The Wall Street Journal from the United States. 
	The content analysis of the Guardian news shows that mainly talks about the integration of masses in politics. Most of the stories are related to the movements about rights and the role of government in ensuring the rights of the people. Along with headlines and details of current issues and daily news, the Guardian includes topics and news related to civil movements and movements related to rights. The newspaper covers different sociological aspects including opinions, lifestyle, sports and social issues. The Guardian is considered as a far left biased newspaper and the content is often critical and question to the government policies and actions. It includes frequent news and talk shows related to issues of immigrants, human rights and labor leaders and includes the opinion of a working and middle class. The guardian was originally founded by merchants and textile traders so it is often regarded as a voice and organ of the middle class. The media reports and analysis of the news on the editorial page reflects that Guardian is a national newspaper with quality reporting without any party affiliation and is faithful with its traditions of liberal perspectives(Letters). 
	The representation and censorship of the Guardian are also based on its liberal perspective and opposition to the capitalist/dominant section of society. The straightforward targets Christians, proponents of tradition, royal ones, Landlords, US republicans and Israeli governments. The writing format adopted by the Guardian was Berliner format and the fonts are very easy to read even during travelling and the whole paper is in full colours.
	The second online newspaper discussed in Japan times. The print paper of the news is very old and was started in 1897 and was the first source for Japanese to discuss and read news and events in the English language. Since then, it is the most accessed newspaper in Japan, both print and electronic paper.  The content of the online news includes news related to current affairs, opinions, features and entertainment. In opinions sections, letters written to the editors, op-eds and editorials. Japan times include many reports and news in ‘Features’ section including cartoons, life and lifestyle, media, community, travel, environment, travel and education(ANALYSIS - News - The Japan Times). 
	The Japan time’s online newspaper enjoys the status of an official news source as it is considered as a pro-government and influenced by right-wing approaches.  Most of the stories and news articles are based on progressiveness approach of the government in dealing with the problems and issues of the country. The main page of the news is filled with all kind of news including important states issue, international relation and important news from sports and weather. The use of English language in news is rather simple and plain to make sure that it is understood by an ordinary Japanese citizen. In Japan, the natives are more concerned about their native language and English is not as common as in other non-native countries. According to a survey, Japanese are ranked 53rd worldwide in English language skills so the use of simple and plain language and terms is understandable.
	The third newspaper included in this comparison is The Wall Street Journal which is a US newspaper in English language and is very popular worldwide. This is one of the American most accessed and famous paper and written in American English. The newspaper is focused on business and economy mainly and economic views of the management are biased towards supply-side. The journal emphasizes on free markets and adopts a different approach as compared to other western business-related newspapers. Unlike most Asian and western papers where economic loss is linked to high borrowing and low savings rates, the Wall Street Journal links this with the lack of foreign growth. 
	From a political and social perspective, the Journal is famous for its conservative bend and is very much liked and influential in conservative circles of the United States. The reports and analysis of the news are not systemically endorsed by the management towards conservative approach, however, the editorial is very influential in giving a conservative approach of the events and news daily(Methodology: How the Journal Carried Out Its Analysis - WSJ). People included in the news and reports are mostly big businessmen, landlord, politicians and prominent entities from different walk of life. Through articles and opinions, the Journal had been criticizing objecting President Obama’s policies and democrats. However, there are some exceptions as the editorial board opposed the conservatives’ stance of the government regarding immigrants and proposed that there shall be open borders for them.  The idea of this opposition was based on pro-business immigration policy(Trump’s Immigration Progress - WSJ). 
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
