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Impeaching Donald Trump
Introduction
Impeachment is a process, in fact, a proceeding that is rule-bound and it aimed at the investigation of president by considering certain evdiences or by formulating certain changes that could lead to a final decision. It was December 2016, when different democratic senators put forth a bill that requires the president to divest any asset and any failure to it would result in misdemeanors in accordance with impeachment in terms of US constitution. Certain efforts were imparted in order to understand the stance based on what organizers considered as a conflict of interest. There are several concerns that had already been expressed taking into account the extensive business and the setting of real estate dealings, especially in coordination with respect to other government agencies in different countries.  It is significant to note that Impeachment of Donald Trump has attracted a lot of attraction from different sections of education, taking into account that many of the people think it is a difficult process while others think it to be an ever easy process. Discussion 
	In accordance with the damage inflicted by President Trump’s naivete, false equivalence, sympathy for autocrat, along with egotism. It is hard to calculate the loss he has caused on social framework. A senator, Mitt Romney, inferred “The president has not risen to the required mantle of office”. It is asserted that the president has failed to disclose himself in terms of his actions, referring to his extensive financial interest in contradiction to the efforts he should impart for the interest of his public. It has encouraged a number of actors, both domestic and foreign to infer influence on decision by funneling an ample amount of cash that violate the requirement and rules of the constitution.  Trump directed his secretary to lie about size of inaugural crowd.  He made several attempts to have the Department of justice launch criminal probes into his political and critics adversaries.  He pledged to ban entry in the United States on the basis of religions and other stereotypes thinkings. Trump has also falsely alleged that America's system of electoral is a subject to massive and considerable fraud, taking into account the impending elections, he disagrees as irredeemably tainted. (Genovese,& Michael, 2018, pp. 614-618). As framers are of the view that the president is abusing power he holds so they formulated a mechanism that could highlight whether the president is subverting his own interests or rule of law. An exegetical analysis highlights and infer that Trump is a great danger to the constitutional order so he should be impeached. 
It is significant to note that impeachment of trump is a difficult process because of the voting issue. impeachment can only be done if there would be a voting ratio two third of the Senate members who need to vote to convict the president. It is important to note that almost 20 Republican votes are needed to impeach Trump and it is hard to get this much votes. Moreover, these 20 votes are not easy task because who so ever will try to vote, it means he will be disregarding Trump's order and it will open an evident conflict and Pandora box of problems for that voter. Historical points assert that it is not easy to impeach Donald trump. In accordance with the history of united states, there is no strong example in which the president has been impeached. Although history highlights two names but none of them was pledged to such a scenario. One of the presidents resigned himself to avoid near impeachment and the other was acquitted. (Genovese& Michael, 2018, pp. 614-618). 
	Another evidence that reflects the complexity of trumps impeachment can be taken from the fact that last efforts that were made to remove an American president clearly ended in the form of a political fiasco. In 1988, when the House Impeached Bill Clinton, his popularity was distorted and many of the Republicans voted against convicting him of charges. (Jackman, et, al. 2017).
The impeachment of trump is difficult because of public involvement. It is significant to note that Trump is not safeguarded with the wall of bricks but of the people. The Republicans are hard to convince and made them realize. 
Moreover, it is significant that the Democrats are under the control of house, they even don't have enough options that could help to pin Trump down and to testify before impeachment. It is decided that Trump has always managed to escape situations by now, the laws of political gravity appeared much outright and simply baffling for him. (Griffin, et, al. 2018).
There are several arguments that are proposed to assert that it is easy to impart impeachment of trump. It is highlighted that “constitution” has provided detail of impeachment such as Article I Section 2, Article II Section 3 and Article II Section 4. However, it is important to note that it is hard to get the subject authorities to infer truth when they are serving in regards to the president. In accordance with article I, it is difficult to collect strong evidence that could consider Trump a criminal. Moreover, the constitutional statement require, “High Crimes”, not just crimes and misdemeanors. It is also significant to note that the Houses work in synchronization, it is important to note that the Republicans control Senate and House, so there is no easy way out that could facilitate required number of votes. It is evident that Trump is a Republican, accompanied by a majority of the 238-193 majority in the House. So, 20 Republicans who will vote, have to break the laws and duties assigned to them in order to support the impeachment of Trump. (Appelbaum, 2019).
It is important to note that impeachment of the president is not the only or the suitable solution there are several other decisions that could help the country overcome all political and social troubles. America should try to complete the radical reformation of system in terms of requirements and makes it possible for people to adhere to the position of power. Side by side, culture, and system should be formulated that could impart liberty, equality, and freedom for the people leaving behind all the barriers of background or natives. In a nutshell, America should try to build a culture that could reflect this monumental idea. (Jackman, et, al. 2017). 
Conclusion 
	Trump impeachment is more like an American Dream that appears easy to do and successful but it is hard to find a realistic basis. There are several barriers and complications, ranging from the stance of constitutional discussion to happenings in houses and Senate. In the beginning, it is hard to collect solid evidence that could initiate the process of impeachment, taking into account that all the proofs and evidence can be falsified and changed under the authority of the president.
