In natural sciences, the research presentation has a large structure involving introduction, methodology, results and the conclusion while in the social it’s always in essays.

When issues are deliberated widely to find better solutions for the future, informed choices that make the one shape the future. Psychologists, sociologists, and political scientists help us understand the economic crisis by weighing up our decisions we make to ourselves and the ones which governments make on our behalf. Social sciences in a serious way contribute to our wellbeing and our health. From physical exercise, diet, nutrition and more of lifestyle, it creates awareness on more of what to be done and left.
