Researchers from Chalmers University have found a way to use this molecule in the form of liquid and use its properties for the benefits of mankind. This will greatly decrease our dependency on fossil fuels, and hence our surroundings will be cleared off from toxic fumes from burning them. In contrast to oil, coal and gaseous petrol, this fuel is reusable and ecologically acceptable (Sebastian, 2018). They discharge energy minus releasing carbon dioxide and various ozone-harming substances in the environment.
"Energy system functions on a rotatory manner. For starters, energy is captured from the sunlight by liquid, in a solar thermal collector present on roof of the building. After that, it is stored at room temperature. When the energy is required, it can be haggard from the catalyst so the liquid heats up." Only the shortest wavelengths are capable of providing the energy. The full light spectrum of the solar energy is not being utilized.
Team researcher Kasper Moth-Poulsen at Chalmers University is striving to enhance the efficiency of the system, so the required results are achieved. The milestone, his research team, has achieved is that this energy system is non-toxic and reusable and recyclable after going through hundreds of cycles. After passing recorder 125 cycles, the molecule stays in its natural state and has whatsoever no effect on the surrounding environment. "A lot of crucial advances have been made by us lately, and as to this day we have an emissions-free energy system which functions all around the year," Moth-Poulsen added in a university press release.

US organizations are planning for a probability of a new government shutdown that could start again on 15 February if President Donald Trump and bipartisan Congressional board neglect to concede to tactics for safety at the US-Mexico outskirt (Malakoff, 2019). Science-affiliated offices have been evaluating the effect of ongoing incomplete government shutdown, which kept going 35 days and finished on 25 January, they are additionally trying to keep the offices open regardless of another shutdown later in the week.

This government shutdown has left millions without salary and made legislators on both sides angry about Trump’s decision and now that he is planning another shutdown just to achieve the desired result of building a Wall alongside US-Mexico border. “It’s not been a promising start – let’s be honest,” said Sen. Rob Portman, R-Ohio. “We’ve been in a fight, and it’s been over an issue that caused harm to the economy and to the country. But I think we can get beyond it now.”

This has been an international issue for the past month as Trump's government was in headlines all over the world. Demanding Billions of dollars from the Congress to build the wall and warning for another governmental shutdown has made him vulnerable and wounded. Of the around 800,000 representatives in the nine Cabinet divisions and different littler offices for whom the subsidizing has slipped, around 380,000 at first were granted leave deprived of salary with the others as yet employed lacking wage. Here is what a Congressional Research Service report has to say: "With regard to the President's pay, Article II, Section 1 of the Constitution forbids the salary of the President to be reduced while he or she is in office, thus effectively guaranteeing the President of compensation regardless of any shutdown action."
