Piano
	Piano faced so many phases before it appeared as a big musical instrument in the early 18th century. After the long use of harpsichords and clavichords, piano was invented by Bartolomeo Cristofori in 1700 at Italy (History of the Piano - Old Antique Pianos Age of Pianos). It been many years I am trying to play piano due to my love and passion towards this instrument and finally from past three years I am able to play it. Pianoforte genesis had various stages started from classical to modern music at the hands of great musicians and technicians. Piano always attract me and this is why I got the interest to research about it and today I am enable to tell you some useful information for piano. Keyboards with advanced mechanics enables musicians to change the pitch and range of the piano which resulted in smooth musical textures that were appealing for the listeners. Experiment of the musicians and technicians helped to make piano popular and use it in diverse and intricate sound system mechanics. Afterwards, people become enable to use piano from small studio to the large concert halls to supplement complete orchestras and playing amusing choral songs.
The main reason for the invention of the piano was to create keyboard instruments which enable musicians to play loud and soft music totally depend on the finger pressure of the user. In 19th century Frederic Chopin and Franz Liszt made the piano extremely popular by writing romantic songs for solo piano. However, a prominent development and improvement for modern piano was started by Beethoven. He started losing his hearing power and therefore worked progressively and in radical ways to improve his hearing for the music. He developed mathematical pattern to understand the beautiful sound (Transcribing Piano Music in the Time Domain: The Journal of the Acoustical Society of America: Vol 140, No 4). While working on improving music sound for himself, he thumped his Viennese piano so hard that the strings would snap and hammers would splinter. Formation of mathematical pattern behind sound and complex engineering of the keyboard moved piano to the next stage and made it ready for modern music. John Broadwood and sons was the English piano manufacturer who made a state of the art instrument in London and sent it to Beethoven in 1817. He made his first square piano in 1771 and grand piano in 1827. The piano that Beethoven received changed the musical universe as on this keyboard he wrote dynamic passionate music (Giordano).
In the 80s, these instruments were evolved to communicate digitally with other instruments and computers. Music composer wrote numbers of beautiful songs for solo piano or to give piano special place in fusion of different instruments. With the advancement in technology and introduction of electronic mechanism, keyboard technology also began to improve in the early 1900s. The pianos have undergone a long way from only the use of a key and a hammer to the modern digital equipment but the musicians keep finding the beauty and expressiveness of the piano. Inventors added more strings, advanced hammers, frame, and a whole cluster of many things for giving richer and bigger sound to the piano. During 1960s, Robert Moog and group began to produce commercially accessible portable synthesizers that could produce different sorts of sounds (Cogliati and Duan). 
Therefore, it will be right to say that modern piano that we can listen came after the major transformation through the craftsmanship and engineering of the keyboard. The evolution of pianos by adding hammer, strings, frames, and formation of mathematical pattern allowed musicians to bounce the magnificent boundaries of their imagination with its limitless possibilities. 
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
