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      The recent natural disaster Hurricane Dorian that stuck on 1st September 2019 is known as the highly prevailing tropical cyclone that marked the history of the country. Dorian is one of the significant disastrous gales from the series of Atlantic hurricane sequence of 2019. The hurricane depicted the speed of 185 mph sustained winds at Abaco Islands and recorded as the highest gust of Atlantic hurricane. With the same burst, it hit the Grand Bahamas; subsequently, it affected Atlantic Canada and the southeastern coasts of the United States in an exacerbated manner. Initially involved risks of the hurricane Dorian included stormy tides, high and surging winds along with peril of tornadoes, heavy rainfall and rip currents. In its wake, Hurricane Dorian demolished a myriad of regions and economic resources and left more than seventy thousand people homeless and devastated.  

      In order to assure integrated and organized disaster management, the state’s leadership and officials of territorial health reciprocally operated with the Incident Command System (ICS). Through ICS the control, command, and coordination of crisis response activities proffer a hierarchy that monitors various agencies for augmented efficacy of actions. The underlying response activities include different strategic initiatives to deal with the crisis of hurricane Dorian; some  of them are as follow:

· Evaluating the health necessities of surviving populace.

· Detection of any increase in the cases of injuries and illness caused by Dorian.

· Assuring the adequacy and sufficiency of personal and medical care facilities and supplies

· Monitoring the security and pharmaceutical products, as well as the supply of all blood groups along with sufficient provisions of food and edibles.

· Infusing utmost endeavors in pinpointing the remains of the lost people and tackle the issue with extreme respect and delicacy.

· Supporting agility in employing the Emergency Management Assistance Compact in need.
