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Chicago is located in Illinois on Lake Michigan; Chicago is known as the largest city of the United States and is famous for its vivid and unique architecture. In the recent decade, the crime rate of Chicago is augmenting in an exacerbated manner. According to the statistics, the crime rate depicts 44 per one thousand inhabitants in Chicago. In this regard, Chicago demonstrates the highest rate of criminal activities that are surpassing the crime rate stats of entire America. 
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The perceived rate of criminal offenses is explicitly affecting the demographics, and people are moving out from Chicago for a better and secured life. However, most of the censuses do not reveal the actual factoids regarding the sudden and frequent departures of tenants of the city, but former residents spilled the beans during interviews. According to a majority of old Chicago populace, the city is laden with high taxes, corruption, and elevated crime rates that in turn paving the paths for the shaky economy and long commuting distances. Transportation distance, values of properties, and the notion of insecurity are reflecting as an uncontrollable higher cost of living that is compelling people to migrate to other cities at a considerable pace (Reyes, 2019). 
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The overall crime rates that include murders, rapes, violence’s, street offenses, and vehicle thefts are worsening the living conditions of Chicago’s neighborhoods. The departure of Chicago’s people is increasing the commuting gap to a great extent. According to the commuter map of the United States, Chicago becomes the most pestering city for driving purposes; the longest average commuting distance is estimated at about 32.4 minutes (Borkhataria, 2019).
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
